® Selection: 1. Selections for exhibition are made by
the juror from JPEG images. 2. Final acceptance is
made by juror from delivered work. 3. Awards are
designated by the juror.

® Entries: Maximum dimensions of entry, including
the outside edge of frame, cannot exceed 72” in
height,width or depth. Please measure prior ot
entry.

All work must be signed by the artist and priced for

sale or marked POR (price on request). Works previ-

ously exhibited in a juried show at Circle Gallery
are not eligible.

® Submit one JPEG image per piece entered, as
allowed. The longest pixel dimension of the image
should be about 2000 pixels.

® Entry Fees: A maximum of é original works created
within the past 3 years may be entered. 1 or 2
entries $35 (MFA members $20). Additional four
entries $5 each. Entry fees are non-refundable.
Membership may be made during entry process.

AWARDS

Cash awards total $1000. Award contributers and
recipients will be listed in the exhibition catalog.

The following catagories will be considered for
awards by the juror. Work must have originated with
digital or film images shot by the artist.

1. B&W
2. Color

3. Creative (includes manual manipulation, mixed medium,
3D; you are limited only by imagination and tools).

NOTIFICATION

Artist notification is sent by email with delivery instruc-
tions included for exhibiting artists. Please set your
spam filter to recognize this email notification, and/or
contact MFA if you have not received notice. Artwork
must arrive on or before scheduled dates.

Image will include
attribution wherever possible.

* 1. Maximum dimensions of entry, including the outside edge of frame, cannot exceed 72" in height,width
or depth. Please measure prior to shipping. No exceptions.

2. No shipping peanuts—notify your shipper. Must use Plexiglas on all shipped work, and on hand- delivered
work over 24"x30".

3. Attach label to back with name, title, medium and price. No clip frames or taped edges accepted.
Work must be presented in a manner appropriate to the artwork and be equipped for installtion.

* Work must arrive on or before scheduled dates.
® The MFA will retain 30% from sales.
® Work cannot be withdrawn before end of exhibit.

* A $10 fine is imposed for late pick up. Work not retrieved within two weeks of pick-up dates will become
the property of the MFA.
